Sexual assault can occur without regard to  
GENDER, SPOUSAL RELATIONSHIP, or AGE OF VICTIM 

 
BE INFORMED: KNOW YOUR OPTIONS 

Restricted Reporting:  Eligible to Service members or their adult dependents 
o Contact SARC, SAPR Victim Advocate (VA), or healthcare provider to report 
o Confidential services 
o Command is NOT notified 
o OSI will NOT initiate an investigation 
o SARC/VA attends to victim’s needs & provides supportive services 
o Medical care and counseling available on or off base 

 
 

Unrestricted Reporting:  Eligible to Service members, adult dependents, and civilians 
o Contact SARC, VA, healthcare provider, Commander, 1st Sgt, or OSI to report 
o Details will be limited to only those personnel who have a legitimate need to know  
o Command is notified 
o OSI will initiate an investigation  
o SARC/VA attends to victim’s needs & provides supportive services 
o Medical care and counseling available on or off base
